 Absences and Make-up Work:

2. Students are responsible for acquiring absent work/assignments. Inquiring at lunch and/or after school, checking website (most work is posted on Aeries), and/or asking a classmate are ways to obtain missed work. 

3. Make-up exams: must be arranged with teacher either after school or during lunch.  Exams must be made up within one week of the absence.

Grades:
Student grades will be based on a combination of projects, assignments, tests and class participation (10%). Students will be required to keep a journal that will be graded and turned in to the teacher.  The journals will not be shared with other students except as a resource at the owner’s discretion. All assignments will receive a numerical point value that can be converted to a letter grade by dividing the number of points earned by the number of point possible.  The grading scale is as follows:
