Ancient Greek Thematic Myth Performance

Most ancient Greeks did not experience their myths through the written word.  Myths were told by professional storytellers, sung by bards, and performed in ancient theaters.  Greeks learned important lessons from the themes of their myths and we still can.

Your group’s task: 

Within your group, you will be responsible for the following roles:
Lead Transcriber – in charge of text to be read aloud

Costumes/Prop advisor – in charge of planning costumes and coordinating props for your performance
Group Leader – to keep group on task and write a short paragraph identifying your story’s theme
Using the internet websites listed on my website (below the calendar), research the myths to choose from, and claim your choice (first come/first serve).  

Research three different versions of your myth.  Use these different sites to put together your own version of the classic story.  Cite your sources in a bibliography.  Identify the theme of your chosen myth.  Your Group Leader will write a paragraph identifying a theme in your story.  Use props, costumes, music (as directed by your advisor) to jazz up the storyteller.  
Remember, this is entertainment!
