1) Clause – a group of words that contains a verb and its subject.
2) Main Clause – can stand by itself as a sentence.
3) Subordinate Clause – does not express a complete thought and cannot stand by itself.
4) Phrase – a group of related words that does not contain a verb and its subject.
5) Gerund Phrase – a phrase consisting of an ‘ing’ verb which functions as a noun.
6) Infinitive Phrase – consists of a infinitive (some form of ‘to be’), its modifiers, and its complements.
7) Participial Phrase – a phrase which contains a verb that functions as an adjective or adverb in a sentence
8) Modifier – a modifier makes another word precise; modifiers most often are adjectives or adverbs.
9) Tense Consistency – having the same use of time placement throughout a sentence or document. 
10) Parallel Structure – using the same pattern of words to show that two or more ideas have the same level of importance (ex ‘he swam, ate, and tanned at the beach’)
11) Semicolon – divides some compound sentences. Separates items in series that contain commas.

12) Colon – introduces a list or quotation.
