Dear Mentors:

Thank you for your interest in serving as a mentor for Canyon Crest Academy’s Senior Project students. The Se​nior Project provides our students a unique opportunity to showcase the skills they have learned in four years of high school. You are providing a very important service for our students and we value your time and energy. This sheet is to provide you with information about the Senior Project that will assist you as a mentor.
Project Overview
THE PHYSICAL PROJECT
Students will complete a minimum of 15 hours outside of class on a project of their choice. These hours will be supervised and signed off by a mentor selected by the student.
SENIOR RESEARCH PAPER
Students will complete a 7-10 page research paper on a topic related to their physical project.
THE PORTFOLIO
Students will complete a portfolio containing a log of hours spent on the physical project and other related docu​ments.
THE PRESENTATION
The project will culminate with Senior Boards. During finals week, students will give an oral presentation of 7-10 minutes to a board of community members. This speech will be an account of their Senior Project experience and their overall achievement. You will be invited to serve as a judge on a panel, but are under no obligation to do so.
Mentor Requirements
As a mentor, you will be required to verify student time spent on the project. In addition, you will be a resource for the student in completing their project. It is important that the impetus of the project come from the student, however, through your expertise, you will be there for the student as a guide when questions or problems arise.
* You must be at least 21 years of age and you MAY NOT be a parent of the student.
* Read and sign the Mentor Agreement form prior to the internship
* Read and verify all time spent with student on the Mentor Verification form at the end of the 15 hours
* Contact the Senior Project coordinator if concerns about student progress arise
