Parent/Adult Job Interview
Suggestions for Interview: Make observations about the interviewee’s attitude towards your questions, how are they sitting, what are they doing while you’re questioning them.  Are they distracted, interested, enthusiastic?  Get them to give you more than one word answers.  Go deeper in your questioning.  If they say something interesting and you want to learn more, ask more questions.
1. What do they do for a living?
2. What did they think they would do when they graduated from high school?
3. What experience and education did they need for their job?
4. Did their parents or family influence them in their job decision?
5. If not, what was the biggest influence in their career path?
6. How many years at their job?  What did they do before this job?
7. What is the best thing about their job?
8. What motivates them the most in their job?
9. What has been the most rewarding experience in their job?
10. If they had to do it over again, would they pick the same job?  If not, what would that job be?
11. What advice would they give someone looking for a career path now?
Take careful notes.  Use a tape recorder if you can’t write or type fast enough.
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
