____ (5) Body Paragraphs – Unified and coherent paragraphs each about a different idea explaining why you and Andy believe the way you do.

____ (5)  Specific Support  – Provided specific examples from the article, your life, and observations in each paragraph.  Additionally, show how each idea supports your belief.

____ (5)  Conclusion – Restated your main idea as well taken your 

ideas further showing how they apply outside the text.
