A Novel Idea

Using the novel you recently finished during SSR, create a presentation that explains its major imagery, themes, symbolism and characterization.  Include a summary of the book, and important passages.  Remember that many class members may not have read it; make sure you introduce the plot and summarize so that we can appreciate your commentary and analysis.

Options:

I. Create a movie version of your novel

II. Write a script of the novel’s climax and act it out
III. Create a power point presentation  

IV. Recruit members of the class to present a “book club” chat (entertain us, but remember educating is most important.) 

V. Create a piece of artwork that represents the four literary elements listed above.  This could be a sculpture, painting, mural, or other media but must be pre-approved.

VI. Write and perform a song about your book that covers the four literary elements listed above.

	Shows a full understanding of the topic. 
	Shows a good understanding of the topic. 
	Shows a good understanding of parts of the topic. 
	Does not seem to understand the topic very well.
