1.  abase v. To lower in position, estimation, or the like; degrade. 
Example:  Myrtle abased herself by getting drunk and making no sense.


2.  abbess n. The lady superior of a nunnery. 
The abbess kicked the new nun out for smoking cigarettes.


3.  abbey n. The group of buildings which collectively form the dwelling-place of a society of monks or nuns. 
The new nun didn’t like living in the abbey anyway.


4.  abbot n. The superior of a community of monks. 
The abbot announced that all monks would be observing ten days of silence.


5.  abdicate v. To give up (royal power or the like). 
The queen cannot abdicate the throne.


6.  abdomen n. In mammals, the visceral cavity between the diaphragm and the pelvic floor; the belly. 
A pregnant cat has a large abdomen.


7.  abdominal . Of, pertaining to, or situated on the abdomen. 
After I ate ten green apples, I had abdominal pain.


8.  abduction n. A carrying away of a person against his will, or illegally. 
He witnessed the abduction of the little girl but was unable to stop the kidnapper.

9. abed adv. In bed; on a bed. 
We found her abed with the stolen pillow case.


10.  aberration n. Deviation from a right, customary, or prescribed course.
Tom Buchanan’s drunken behavior was hardly an aberration from his daily behavior.
