At-Home Project List – AP 3D

You will be required to complete one project at home for every 2 in class to help complete the entire amount of pieces due for your portfolio. Due dates are indicated on the calendar online, and each at-home piece will also be considered during the class critique on the day that it is due.

Unfortunately, our supply stock does not include some of the materials that may be required to complete some of these suggestions. You can purchase supplies on your own, or if enough of you want to do something, come see me and we can discuss possibilities.

You can choose to complete these in any order that you like; these projects have been selected because the AP Board will like to see them and they will help increase your score. If you REALLY are against completing one of these pieces, please come talk to me and we can discuss your idea for a replacement.

· Installation or Site-Specific piece
· Perhaps an installation that controls how people move through space

· Idea: a site specific piece that controls all space within an existing indoor/outdoor location. That is, all space within certain obvious boundaries should appear to ‘belong to’ the piece.

· Create a piece that appears to defy gravity

· Maybe it flies or appears to be about to fall – do not make it obvious or what is ‘expected’

· Using woven fibers or fabric
· Plaster sculpture – subtractive

· We can pour plaster here at school and then you can take it home to work on
· You can also choose a harder medium (stone, etc… but we cannot provide the chiseling tools...too expensive – sorry!) or softer ones (wax, soap)
· Hanging sculpture
· Wood/nylons (pantyhose) – although this technique CAN be used for the in-class “skin & structure” project!

· Functional sculpture
· Push this beyond wheel pieces – think about designing a table, a chair, etc and building it. Buy a chair from a thrift store, take it apart, change it and reassemble it, for example. Or turn it into something else completely different, but still functional.
· An architectural or architecturally-inspired piece
· Piece that deals with REPETITION
· Piece that activates surrounding space

· Should ‘extend’ beyond its own physical limits; you can do this by drawing the viewer’s attention to ‘eye lines’ or directional lines, by filling it with music or light, or by incorporating motion
· Cardboard Furniture

· Research art time periods and get inspired to start building a functional piece of furniture.

· Wire Sculpture

· More advanced than sculpture class. Expand on what you have, think about twisting, braiding, looping

· Nature

· Think about the space and create something 3Dimesional that is built with only organic materials.

· Paper

· Look at the examples of how people have created sculptures using paper. Think about color, space, form

· Self Portrait

· How can you create a self portrait in a sculptural piece? Play around with different elements, materials to apply to your self portrait

If you are having trouble with ideas/materials, make sure you are using as wide a variety as possible. Some ideas:

· Installation sculpture
