Arthur Miller writes in his introduction to the play that, "Evidently the time came in New England when the repressions of order were heavier that seemed warranted by the dangers against which the order was organized. The witch-hunt was a perverse manifestation of the panic which set in among all the classes when the balance turned toward greater individual freedom." He goes on to say that "It is still impossible for man to organize his social life without repressions, and the balance has yet to be struck between order and freedom."
Research a central controversy in The Crucible with a parallel situation in our century.  Throughout history there have been examples of times when the balance has shifted towards brutal repression based on gossip, innuendo, and political or religious repression. The pogroms in Europe at the turn of the century, the persecution at various times of immigrants dating all the way back to the Chinese in the United States, the McCarthy trials, political persecution in South America, apartheid, the holocaust, and Bosnia are just some examples. 3. Meet with your group members when you complete the reading of the story. Use this Collating Chart to record the information you gather during your discussion. You should print a copy for every member in your group so that all four of you will have the information.

The McCarthy Era
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Preparing the Visual
Next your group will prepare a visual--a chart or a graph--to illustrate the similarities and differences between the two time periods and "The Crucible". This will be presented to the class as part of your group report.

 

1. Among your group members, select ways in which the Salem Witch Trials are similar to McCarthyism. Also determine ways in which the two differ. Use the Compare/Contrast Chart to organize your thoughts. You will be using the same factors you considered when you took notes on "The Crucible".

2. Design your visual with your group members. Use the Compare/Contrast Chart to determine the items that need to be explained. Include these things on your visual: 

· Similarities between the two historical eras

· Differences between the two historical eras

· illustrations that represent major ideas on your visual

· a neat, organized appearance

3. Divide responsibilities for the creation of your visual evenly among your group members. You will be required to present your portion of the visual to the class for a grade, so be prepared! Take a look at the rubric before you begin your visual so you can see how you will be evaluated on the presentation.
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Preparing the Presentation
Your group will present your visual to the class about the similarities and differences of the Salem Witch Trials and a similar historical situation. Possibilities are included on my website. In addition, you will present the ways in which Arthur Miller's play, "The Crucible", reflects the hysteria of the Salem witch trials and the McCarthyism of the 1950s.

Here are the things you must do to be successful with the presentation:

· Each group member must equal responsibility in the oral presentation.

· All group notes, worksheets and visuals must be completed and turned in for a grade.

· Each group member will present only the section of the visual that he/she created.

· Following the presentation of that section, each group member will then tell how that particular item is represented in "The Crucible". Use the Collating Chart you completed at the beginning of the webquest as a guide to prepare this part of the presentation.

· You may refer to notes during the presentation, but you may not read them aloud.
