The object of this project is for you to become an expert on an author.  Additionally, you will practice the process of studying and communicating your discoveries and do in-depth work of a focused kind.  

 Goals:
1.        Working independently over time

2.        Careful study of style and rhetoric

3.        Ability to complete research and organize a project

STEP 1:

 

Select an author.  

 

You must read at least two major works. In addition, if your author has written short stories or essays read at least a couple of these. If your author has only written minor works, you will read all of them.  If you are unsure about which works qualify as major or minor, bring copies of the works to me and I will determine what is acceptable.  Although you are allowed to study authors who will be covered in this class throughout the year, works assigned for this class, or works assigned as required reading for previous English classes will not count toward the reading requirement for this project.  You may, however, refer to such works if inclusion is necessary for a complete project.  All works must be approved by me before you begin your project.

 

APPROVAL DATE/READING: Choose your author before Sept. 29.  Bring your book to class on that day. I will set aside reading time one day a week usually towards the end of the week. If you bring your book on that day, it will count as two out of two points. You are allowed one pass.
 

STEP 2: Take notes as/after you read. These may include dialectical journals, quotations and responses, critical analysis, passage analysis or reflective journals. No rewriting is necessary. They may be handwritten or typed. This will show your interaction with the text. You will turn in your notes at the end. I will provide you with style analysis activities
STEP 3: Write a one page literary biography. Read at least two critics and write at least a one page summary of their criticism of the work of your author.
