Take notes on what you hear and what you notice.

You are to interview a parent or guardian (or anyone over the age of 32), asking:

1. What is it you wanted to be when you grew up?

2. What did you become?

3.  A)  If you became what you wanted, how did you go about achieving it?  And when did you realize it?

B) If you did not become what you wanted, what happened to the idea of what you wanted to be?  Did you make a conscious choice in your decision? 

4. What happened to the idea of what you wanted to be?  How have you kept the dream alive?

5. Give one suggestion about life.
While you are interviewing you are to:

1. Notice what the person is wearing and look for physical reactions to your questions.


2. Listen not only to what is being said, but how it is being said.  Are there specific inflections in the voice?  Does the person talk fast?  Does the person speak softly?

3. What is the person doing while you are talking with him/her?
