EAP (Early Assessment Program) Talking Points

The EAP (Early Assessment Program) is an opportunity for students in grade 11 to obtain information about their readiness for college-level English:

· The EAP is collaboration among the California Department of Education (CDE), the State Board of Education and the California State University System (CSU).  This program is designed to bridge the gap between high school standards and college expectations. 

· One of the benefits of this program is that students who take and pass the EAP test will be able to earn an exemption from the CSU English placement test upon admission to the CSU.
·  Students who are identified as non-exempt will be required to take the English placement test upon entering the CSU system and should do additional work in English before entering the CSU system.  

· Although some CCA students may not be planning to attend a CSU school, we still encourage all juniors to do their best on this test because college plans may change. Often students end up applying to CSUs as “back up schools”.

· The test provides students and CCA a clear indication as to whether or not a student is adequately prepared for college level English courses.  

· Juniors will need to bring two pencils to their English classes or to their period 1 test rooms for the EAP on March 9, 2010.

· Students will have 45 minutes to plan and write an essay for the EAP on March 9.
· All juniors will be required to take the CST ELA test and the 15 additional EAP multiple choice questions on the STAR test in April to receive an EAP status.
· All juniors will have an opportunity to take the EAP in math during the STAR test in April. 
· The STAR test will be administered to students in grades 9-11 at CCA on                  April 26 – April 30. More information about the STAR will be provided to teachers, students and parents at the end of March.
