The One Pager Activity

For this activity, you are to create a one-pager based on your reading and understanding of Fences.  
What to do:

1.  First you are to come up with a theme, message, or main idea which comes to mind based on your reading.  Be original.  Be creative.  Do your own work.  Use the back of this paper to jot down some ideas.

2. Make a personal statement about what you have read.  This statement is to reflect your selected theme or message.

3.  The rest of what you put on this one-pager is to be clustered around that message.  Try to find a unifying way to encompass the material you put on the page,.

4.  Then pull out three quotations from the play and write them out on your page.  Make sure that these quotations reflect your message.  (Feel free to use colors to make these quotes stick out and look creative.)
5.  Create visual images to reflect that message.  Need to include 4-6 pictures (either drawn or cut from magazines) that reflect that message.

6.  Write down two questions you have about the play---and these questions must reflect back to the message. You must also include the answers to this question.  (No one word answers.)

7. Make it colorful and visually appealing.

Make your one-pager rich with quotes and images.  The one-pager becomes a metaphor for the reading you’ve done.  Don’t merely summarize.

D one-pager fails to meet all of the criteria above

C  one pager meets all of the above criteria (and just the criteria)

B one pager meets all of the criteria but goes above what is asked (shows effort)

A one pager meets all the criteria, goes above what is asked, shows effort and is very original !!  
Definition & Purpose:  A one-pager is a single page response to your reading.  It is an easy way of making your own pattern of your unique understanding.  It is a way to be creative and experimental.  It is a way to respond imaginatively and honestly.  It’s a way to be brief and compressed in a world drowning in paper.





The purpose of the one-pager is to OWN what you are reading. 





A one-pager connects the verbal with the visual.  It connects the book’s thoughts with your own thoughts.


It connects words and images.
