Option A.  Reading journal: From the suggestions below, you will select 5 different ones that appeal to you.  You will compile your responses and turn in on the designated date.   You will be given in-class time to work on this.  You will be graded on the variety of your responses, depth of thought, and attention to details.  There are 3 different categories below.  Your 5 responses should be from all 3 categories.  Each written response should be at least ½ a page handwritten.  This assignment is worth 25 points.
Personal reaction

1. Pinpoint where you were in the book when you became so involved you didn’t want to put the book down.  Describe the scene.

2. What new thoughts or ideas come to you s you are reading this book?

3. What questions or comments do you have for the author?

4. Quote a part of the book that you think is interesting, confusing or important.  Explain.

Setting/Theme/Character
1. Write a description, draw a picture or create a map of the setting.

2. What is the RAWLIPS theme of this book?  Explain.

3. Identify important words or phrases in the book and explain why they are important.

4. Find 5 new vocabulary words and define them.

5. Write a description of the protagonist, or the antagonist.

6. Describe the mood created by the author (gloomy, sad, foreboding, scary, cheerful, hopeful, serious ….).  Or describe the tone.
Misc responses (you may also come up with some of your own)

1. Write a letter to the author.
2. Focus on the title of the book.  Why do you think the author chose that title and would you have given it a different one?

3. Would you recommend this book to someone? If so, explain why they should or should not read it.
