Recommended Supplies

2) A section in a three-ring binder for the signed math syllabus, worksheets, assignments, and a good supply of lined notebook paper.

3) Always bring two sharpened pencils (or extra lead) and an eraser to class each day.  Credit will only be given to work done in pencil.

4) A red pen for correcting.

5) A scientific calculator.

Assignments

ALL MATH WORK MUST BE DONE IN PENCIL

Homework is generally given every time the class meets.  In order to receive credit for an assignment:

· All problems must be attempted.  Credit is for doing the problems, even if the answer is wrong.  Incorrect problems must be fixed during homework grading time.
· All work must be neatly shown.

· All work must be done in pencil.

· Every assignment must be labeled with full name, date, and assignment number in the upper right hand corner.  Write the assignment on the title line.

Assignments missing any portion of the above format will be returned for modifications.  Any homework needing modifications which is not turned in by the end of the chapter will receive a zero.  Students are responsible for making up work missed during an absence.  An assignment log and class notes will be readily available for students to copy upon their return.  Call your study buddy to get a head start on you absentee work, or access the class web page.  The teacher may not ask to see the make-up work; it is your responsibility to turn it in on time.

Occasional chapter notes or homework quizzes will also be given.  Quiz fixes will be offered for chapter quizzes.  Half credit will be given for corrected answers.

Academic Dishonesty
