Romeo and Juliet Final Activity Options
Choose one of the following activities to complete as your final project for Romeo and Juliet (each response should be at least 2 pages typed and double-spaced). 
1.) Choose one character from the play and select five objects that represent and/or symbolize the various personality traits of that character.  Write a justification for why each object represents that character and cite specific evidence from the text.  Be prepared to present your objects to the class.
2.) The Lost Scene: Create a scene that was lost when compiling the Folio version of the play.  It can be from anywhere in the play: the secret marriage of Romeo and Juliet, Rosaline’s rejection of Romeo from before the play begins, what’s the deal with Paris, etc.)  One page should be dedicated to the scene itself with a serious attempt at iambic pentameter and Elizabethan language.  The second page should provide a rationale for why you think the lost scene is important to include in future versions of the play.
3.) Choose a scene from the play (at least 200 lines and not Act III, Scene V) and rewrite it using language from some alternate genre (Note: you may not use any of the genres used in class activities.  Ask Mr. Kortman if your idea will work).  Include some discussion after of what your interpretation adds to a thorough understanding of the play.
4.) Create a soundtrack for the play by choosing a song for each act (five total) that fits with the mood, style, or content of that act.  Write a summary of how each song fits with each act and your reasoning behind your choices.  Cite specific lyrics and evidence from the text.
5.) Compose a well-developed response to literature essay that responds to the following prompt:
We determined from Act 1, Scene 1 that Romeo seemed to be more in love with the idea of love than in love with Rosaline, and that his love was therefore an immature love. Do you think this is still the case in regards to his love for Juliet? Do you think Juliet's love is pure, or is it also an immature love? Use examples from the text to support your answer.
