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The Bean Trees Travel Brochure FAQ
Frequently Asked Question pages are very helpful.  Often we see them on websites anticipating questions you might have on a specific topic.  For this project you will research your chosen setting from The Bean Trees and create a FAQ page.
Your task  – 
a) Research your setting.  Create a list of appropriate FAQ’s (such as ‘What is the history 
of the creation of this city or place?’ ‘What interesting things have happened there?’ ‘What should travelers and tourists see while there?’)  Answer your questions in thorough paragraphs.  Completed document should be 1 ½ to 2 pages (6-8 thorough questions and answers).

b) Follow the format of the FAQ page you have been given, (Hint: this is not a website but a document that serves the same purpose as a FAQ).  

c) Create a bibliography of sources- “Works Cited”. Refer to handouts and The Online Writing Lab or “OWL” at <http://owl.english.purdue.edu/owl/>

d) Include all of these as an insert for your travel brochure.
