Expectations & Procedures

e Come to class punctually and be ready to work on the opening activity when the bell rings.

e Speak to the teacher and to other students in Spanish.

o Review the grammar and vocabulary that was studied in class before coming to the next class.

e Complete and bring in all assigned homework.

e Turnin all work on time. LATE WORK WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.

e Participate in all class activities.

e If you are absent, it is your responsibility to call a responsible classmate or check Sra. Cercet’s
Website/Edline and be ready for class when you return. All work must be completed within 3 days of
absence. Homework will be assigned every night and will only be accepted on the due day.

e If you missed an exam, you will have to take it within one week after school with me or in the Testing Center.
You will need to plan this with your teacher upon your return.

e Remember NOT all work can be made up. There are many activities that involve the class, partners and
teacher interaction, so it is very important that your attendance be regular. You need to reach 20 points in
class to get an A in participation (points will be kept in participation card use daily by the teacher and will be
added at the end of each semester. Any points past the 20 will become extra credit in your homework
category).

e All work must be done by you. All students are expected to follow the SDUHSD academic honesty policy.

e Translation programs are not allowed. You may use a regular dictionary only.

o Neatness always counts.

e Workbooks Realidades 2: workbook is available for checkout from the textbook room and must be returned
in acceptable condition at the end of the course. If a student would like to purchase a workbook to write in,
workbooks are available at the student store or online at www.phschool.com. Scholarships are available for
workbooks (see teacher or administrator).

e Blue or black pens only, pencils and erasers, red pen for grading purpose.

e Recommended supplies: The book 501 Spanish Verb & a Spanish/English dictionary. (Bantman New College
makes a good one).

Academic Activities

Regular studying is important as a quiz (“prueba”) will be given almost daily.

Tests (“Examenes”) will be given once per “Capitulo”, about 5 per semester plus a cumulative semester final.
One large project may be given per semester.

Homework is assigned nightly and may consist of text, workbook and/or online activities, readings, watching
television in Spanish, writing a composition, small projects or a variety of other independent or small group
work such as skits or presentations.

Grade Distribution

Grade Distribution: Students earn their semester grades by receiving a point value for all graded work for each of the
categories below. The overall score in each category will then be weighted according to the percentage shown for that
category. The overall semester grade reflects the weighting. Note that certain assignments are ‘worth’ more because
those categories bear more weight on the grade.
